A good bug
repellent is also advised. There is no charge for the Native American Storytelling program,
however if you would also like to take in the Observatory’s regularly scheduled program, and
see their many exhibits, regular admission charges will apply.

During September the Lake Afton Public Observatory is open to the public on Friday and
Saturday evening from 8:00 pm to 10:00 pm. Admission is just $5 for adults and $3 for children
ages 6-12; children under 6 are admitted free. There is also a special family rate where 2
parents and their immediate minor children or grandchildren get in for just $15.00.
