 Special Father’s Day Weekend at the Observatory 
 

Bring your dad out to the Lake Afton Public Observatory for an out-of-this-world time 
looking at the Moon, Venus, Jupiter and Saturn through a big telescope and hear what 
the weather is like on them. Dad (or granddad) will get in free for the program, Planetary 
Weather, when accompanied by a paying child. Planetary Weather will be presented 
from 9-11 p.m. June 19 and 20.  During the program dad will have the opportunity to 
look at the Moon, Venus, Jupiter and Saturn. 
  
The observatory’s exhibit area gives visitors an opportunity to make a telescope, 
discover properties of light, explore interesting features on Venus, look at rocks from 
space, and go on a scavenger hunt through the solar system. Outside, there are small 
telescopes and binoculars available for visitors to use to find objects in the night sky for 
themselves. 
 
The Observatory is located about 20 miles southwest of downtown Wichita on 
MacArthur Road at 247th Street West in Lake Afton County Park. Admission is just $6 
for adults and $4 for children ages 6-12; children under 6 are admitted free. A special 
family rate allows 2 adults and their immediate minor children or grandchildren get in for 
just $18.00. Current programs and times along with events taking place in the sky are 
available in a recorded message by calling WSU-STAR (978-7827) or online by visiting 
our website at webs.wichita.edu/lapo .
