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Goal 1, Outcome 1:  Committee action in 2007 postponed discussion until 2008.  We did not meet during the Spring, 2008 semester, so this is at the top of the agenda for our Fall, 2008 meeting.  It is imperative that we decide the best method for collecting and analyzing the data with budget restrictions.  The MR Interview, web-based questionnaire did not get the response needed for an adequate analysis.
Goal 2, Outcome 2, 3, and 4:  The four people who responded to the MR Interview questionnaire seemed to do pretty well on some of the material, but the responses were inadequate to analyze the outcomes.  When adequate data are available, however it is collected, the committee will move to outcome analysis.
Goal 3, Outcome 5:  In September, 2008, the data are being entered and analyzed.  This will be brought to the committee for examination and evaluation.  A standard has been set of three-quarters of the respondents being able to articulate the impact of the BGS degree in the a)educational, b) personal, and c) employment dimensions of their lives.
