Recommendations:  Because the final grade includes extraneous tasks besides formal papers (quizzes, drafts, workshops, attendance, etc) I was not surprised to see that the average exit exam grade was slightly higher than the average course grade.  I was pleased to see that the grading in all three categories (GTA, faculty, lecturer) are very close, which suggests that grade norming practice, both in syllabus group for formal papers and exit exam grading practice for the entire department, is working to help us stay consistent.  Given this information, we will continue with our current level of practice grading.
