ENGLISH ALUMNI ASSESSMENT SURVEY
In summer 2008, a questionnaire was sent to alumni of our undergraduate degree programs in an effort to determine a) what our alumni were doing now and b) how well the education we provided has served them in their current pursuits.

Of 22 respondents, only 5 reported that they gained employment (primarily in graduate schools) directly as a result of their degrees in English.  The rest found employment in a variety of occupations, including work in libraries, advertising, news/copy writing, public relations, banking, management,  and social work.
On the other hand, a significant majority of the respondents reported that they found the elements stressed in their English courses valuable—in terms of the breadth of knowledge provided and the writing and critical thinking skills that they were encouraged to develop.  There was also a high level of satisfaction with the quality of the instruction they received.

In reply to a question about what we might do to better prepare them, a few alumni thought that we could do more in the way of career counseling and placement in positions outside the field of English.

Most respondents left that question blank, however.

In conclusion, it was the opinion of the alumni participating in the survey that they were well served by their education and training in English.
