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Goal 1, Outcome 1; was completed and the results reported in the previous cycle. 

Goal 2, Outcomes 2, 3, and 4; responding to a very disappointing response to the MRInterview questionnaire sent to students in the Spring, 2008, the committee decided to apply for funds from the Provost’s 2.  The funds were received, e-mails sent to 224 students who had more than 90 hours toward the BGS, and dates set for the data collection in the Social Science Research Lab.  Incentives of a tee shirt and pizza dinner produced a total of 6 student respondents who came during the two evenings.  All the committee participated, and we were able to meet with the students over pizza and ask them important questions for future data collection attempts.  Again, the data are so limited that analysis has not been carried out.  
The committee will meet again in Fall, 2010 to decide how we will proceed with the assessment of these outcomes.  That we are disappointed by the response to two initiatives to collect the data is an understatement.  
Goal 3, Outcome 5; data have been collected from the pre-graduation questionnaire that are to measure the students evaluation of the BGS on the personal, educational, and employment dimensions of their lives.  An N = 49 will allow some analysis of this outcome.  The committee chair will analyze these data and present them at the next BGS Assessment Committee Meeting in Fall, 2010.
