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In this academic year, The Department of Geology collected data on the Capstone courses related to Goal #1. This goal, “Students will learn a broad range of geologic knowledge and the ability to apply it on an integrated basis” is evaluated by student proficiency in a prime capstone course, Geology 640, Field Geology (6 CH), for geology BS majors. A grade of 80% (or B) would be considered as passing. 9 students took this course and all passed with an average grade of 89%. No problems were detected by the instructor, Dr. John Gries. 
The other capstone course, Geol 687 “Geological Perspective of Climatic Changes”, is used to evaluate the aforementioned goal for geology BA majors. 6 students enrolled in this course and all had a passing grade. No problems were detected by the instructor, Dr. Wan Yang.

In both evaluations, the samples were small, although this is typical of geology capstone courses. However, combining the two evaluations together, the sample size is reasonable. We will review and evaluate using the same standard of proficiency in the next academic year, and hope that we will have some extra data for further evaluations. 
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
