Based on the data that the department collected, the external consultant considered Math 555 a very well-designed course. In particular, the consultant commented that the topics covered by this course met challenge of providing for students intent on either teaching, graduate work, or engineering employment in industry. The consultant was also impressed with the efforts of the department to monitor their courses and maintain standards ensuring good understanding of basic facts in all the courses.
The results of the Graduating Senior Exit Survey collected from four graduating seniors were reviewed and discussed. These results did not indicate a necessity for any changes at this time. The department chair agreed.
