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Introduction 
All the outcome measures in the Sociology Assessment Plan were updated in the AY of 2008-2009.  During this 2009-2010 AY, the sociology department has been collecting data for assessment that will again be carried out in the next two years as indicated in our periodic cycles on the Sociology Assessment Grid.
Goals/Outcomes
Goal 1, Outcome 1; theory papers (SOC 545) will again be collected during the Fall, of 2010 and evaluated for next year’s report using the developed rubric.
Goal 1, Outcome 2; SOC 512, Measurement and Analysis, papers have been collected from the Fall, 2009 and Spring, 2010 classes.  These are ready to assess using the developed rubric.
Goal 2, Outcome 3; papers have been collected from the Spring, 2010 SOC 515 class and more will be collected from a 300 level course in the Fall, 2010.  The refined rubric will be used in this assessment over the next two years.
Goal 3, Outcome 4; data from the Cooperative Education Program is very limited at this time.  Sociology Majors are not participating as in the past years.  Hence, this goal/outcome is awaiting larger numbers for further assessment.  Sociology may have to re-look at this goal/outcome in the future.

Sociology Major Exit Survey
Sociology has added 14 new Exit Surveys from the 2009-2010 AY that will be added to the data base and analyzed.  These data center on the students’ evaluation of different dimensions of the sociology curriculum/program and whether they believe that there is career relevance to the major.  As sociology continues to evaluate these data, we may find a few variables that will lead us to amend our Assessment Plan as it relates to employment.
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
