· Proposals specifically for acquisition of land or conservation easement should apply for our Conservation Land Acquisition Program or Conservation Easement Assistance Program instead.

· Successful applicants will be expected to provide 50% match towards the project. Please explain what you intend to provide for match.

· Be mindful of MDC’s Strategic Plan, Land Conservation Strategy, Mission, and priority landscape designations to help you with your brainstorming.

· Make sure your project is focused either directly or indirectly on land conservation and outdoor recreation (protecting important lands and landscapes that are currently unprotected and providing opportunities for people to connect to nature).
